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Be honest – are there �mes when you approach 

Mass with a niggling feeling that something is not 

quite right? Perhaps you’ve fallen out with someone 

or been less than fair in your dealings with a friend or colleague. Then there are 

�mes when we happily go along to Sunday Mass without so much as a thought 

to how we have lived that week. Jesus has some strong words for us all in           

today’s Gospel. We must first reconcile with our brothers and sisters and even 

be on good terms with our opponents before we approach the altar. 
 

Simply put, how can we be in communion with God if we are not in communion 

with our neighbours? If we believe that all that is expected of us is to go to 

Mass on Sunday and ‘follow the rules’, we have missed something important 

along the way. Jesus does not want us merely to follow the le+er of the law. 

There is more to living out our Chris�an life than obeying the rules. Someone 

commented that Pope Francis ‘seems to have read the book’. His ac�ons are 

speaking just as loudly as his words, and even his words are challenging us to 

look at how we live and how we treat others. The Gospels are not a rule book 

but a blueprint for a radical way of life.
