We live in a culture obsessed with appearances. The ultimate message is 

that we constantly need to transform our outward image in order to feel 

fulfilled and happy.

But today’s Gospel speaks of a different type of happiness. The word 

‘happy’ appears nine times in the Beatitudes – it is sometimes translated 

as ‘blessed’. This happiness Jesus is talking about should not be viewed 

as a reward for religious achievements, but rather as an act of grace by 

God. The focus is much deeper than superficial happiness. The Beatitudes 

call us to a radically new way of being. When we centre our lives on God, 

we find our true identity and lasting peace.
