"Do Not Cast Me Off In My Old Age" -- as the theme for the 2024 celebration of the
World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly.

In a note announcing the theme for the day, which will be celebrated on Sunday July 28,
the Vatican said the choice was "meant to call attention to the fact that, sadly,
loneliness is the bitter lot in life of many elderly persons, so often the victims of the
throwaway culture." Pope Francis celebrated the first World Day for Grandparents and
the Elderly in 2021 and decreed that it be observed each year on the Sunday closest to
the feast of St. Joachim and St. Anne, Jesus' grandparents.
