It is the love we, as Christian communities, are
called to share. It is the greatest commandment of all. If the world is wondering
what God is like, our Christian communities are called to be witnesses to that
love. It should be so recognisable from the ‘outside’ that people should be able
to say, look at those Christians loving everyone. It is a radical love, one that
does not judge or condemn, a love that is inclusive of all. Is it recognisable in
our own Christian communities?
